UNION STATION

Back from the brink, Union Station bustles again in the new century

LEFT: A civic gala opened Union Station in 1939

on Alameda Street (the former site of Old

Chinatown), opposite the Plaza. It served the

Southern Pacific, Santa Fe, and Union Pacific

Railroads, and was designed by John and Donald

Parkinson in a Spanish Mission style with carved

ceilings, marbled floor, and a 135-foot clock tower.

Before modern jets, Union Station was the arrival

and departure point for all Los Angelenos,

including wartime GIs and movie stars such as

Greta Garbo and Cary Grant.

ABOVE: Considered the last of America’s great

railway stations to be built, Union Station fell on

hard times when air travel became popular in the

1970s. The 1990s saw a resurgence at Union

Station when the Metro Line Subway Terminal

opened. Amtrak’s Coastal Starlight and San

Diegan emerged as the new favorite way to travel

and the station’s Traxx restaurant the place to eat.

In 2011, the L.A. Metropolitan Transportation

Authority (METRO) bought Union Station for

$75 million. They added several retail and dining

businesses to the concourse and, in September

2013, opened a Metropolitan Lounge for business

travelers. A favorite location for film and TV

companies, with over 60 filming sessions a year,

this distinctive setting can be seen in many films

including The Way We Were, Blade Runner, and The

Dark Knight Rises.
