Award-winning artistic chameleon and Marvel Architect 
Stuart Immonen began his comics career in 1988, 
having worked for most of the industry’s major publishers 
including Marvel, DC, Dark Horse and Image in the 
quarter-century since. For Marvel, in addition to 2011’s 
Fear Itself event, he has illustrated such high-profi le 
series as Ultimate Spider-Man, Mighty Thor, Incredible 
Hulk, Avengers and the cult favorite Nextwave: Agents of 
H.A.T.E. After joining forces with Mark Waid to inaugurate 
Marvel’s digital Infi nite Comics line, in the Marvel NOW! 
era, Immonen pencils All-New X-Men. His creator-
owned credits include collaborations with Kurt Busiek on 
Shockrockets and Superstar; and with Kathryn Immonen 
on Never as Bad as You Think, Moving Pictures and 
Russian Olive to Red King.

Award-winning comic-book creator Brian Michael Bendis is 
one of the most successful writers working in mainstream 
comics today. He has helmed a renaissance for Marvel’s 
popular Avengers franchise, writing every issue of New 
Avengers and launching Avengers, Mighty Avengers 
and Dark Avengers. He has also written the event 
projects House of M, Secret War, Secret Invasion 
and Siege. Bendis is one of the architects of Marvel’s 
Ultimate line of comics, having written every issue of 
Ultimate Spider-Man since its launch in 1999, as well 
as Ultimate Fantastic Four, Ultimate X-Men, Ultimate 
Marvel Team-Up, Ultimate Origin, Ultimate Six and the 
Ultimate Enemy trilogy. The introduction of multiracial 
Ultimate Spider-Man Miles Morales made USA Today’s 
front page and went on to become a hotbed topic on Fox 
News, CNN, The Daily Show with Jon Stewart, The 
Howard Stern Show and more. 

Artist David Marquez began his career fresh out of college 
as an 
animator on Warner Independent Pictures’ 2006 fi lm 
A Scanner Darkly. He made his comics debut in 2010 
with the graphic novel Syndrome, published by Archaia 
Entertainment, for which he received a Russ Manning 
Most Promising Newcomer Award nomination. He 
has since gone on to draw Magdalena for Top Cow 
Productions, and Secret Warriors and Fantastic Four: 
Season One at Marvel. Marquez lives in Austin, Texas, 
where people do indeed ride horses to work.

Stuart Immonen began his comics career in 1992 with 
high-profi le runs on Adventures of Superman and 
Legion of Super-Heroes, illustrating more than 2,000 
pages for DC during the decade. For Marvel, Immonen 
has penciled Incredible Hulk, Fantastic Four and Thor. 
He has collaborated with writer Brian K. Vaughan on 
Ultimate X-Men; Warren Ellis on Ultimate Fantastic 
Four and the cult favorite Nextwave: Agents of H.A.T.E.;

Also a musician and an attorney, Soule somehow fi nds 
time to be one of the busiest men in comics, counting 
She-Hulk, Inhuman and Superman/Wonder Woman 
among his roster of titles.

Roberto Aguirre-Sacasa. Next, he joined Warren Ellis 
on Ultimate Secret. In 2006, McNiven and Mark Millar 
shattered the Marvel Universe’s status quo in Civil War. 
His next assignments included Brian Michael Bendis’ 
New Avengers and the initial story arc of Amazing 
Spider-Man’s “Brand New Day” era. McNiven and 
Millar reteamed for “Old Man Logan” in Wolverine 
and the creator-owned Nemesis, published under the 
Marvel Icon imprint. With Ed Brubaker, McNiven helped 
relaunch Captain America; his later Marvel work includes 
Guardians of the Galaxy with Bendis and Uncanny 
Avengers with Rick Remender. McNiven  cemented his 
reputation as one of the all-time great Wolverine artists on 
the climactic series Death of Wolverine.

An industry veteran, artist Brandon Peterson got his big 
break penciling Uncanny X-Men. Following a stint at Top 
Cow, Peterson returned to Marvel — illustrating such 
titles as Magneto Rex, Astonishing X-Men and X-Men. 
Since serving as CrossGen’s lead artist, art director and 
vice president, Peterson’s Marvel credits include such 
series as Ultimate X-Men, Ultimate Extinction and 
Strange.
