Travel alongside Gilgamesh and his immortal 
companion Enkidu as they escape the fate pronounced by the oracle, discover a 
Tablet of Destiny meant for Ishtar, fight off Marduk’s raiders, and foil the plot of the 
high priest, Gilgamesh’s half-brother who is seeking Gilgamesh’s crown for himself. 

Retelling the Epic of Gilgamesh in the context of his discoveries about the Anunnaki, 
Zecharia Sitchin weaves a tale of ancient ceremony, accidental betrayal, gods among 
men, interplanetary travel, and a quest for immortality spanning millennia.

From October 1930 to January 1935, Maria de Naglowska—Russian mystic, esoteric 
high priestess, and self-styled “Satanic Woman” of 1930s Paris—published 20 issues 
of her newspaper, La Flèche, which she sold on the streets of Montparnasse and by 
mail-order subscription. Bought by many now famous people, including André Breton 
and other Surrealists, the newspaper served as an introduction to Naglowska’s revo-
lutionary religious system called the Third Term of the Trinity, which considered the 
Holy Spirit of Christianity to be feminine and taught the importance of sex for the 
upliftment of humanity. 

Available for the first time in English, this complete anthology of articles from all 20 
issues of La Flèche includes an introduction and notes by translator Donald Traxler, 
who contextualizes Naglowska’s life and teachings within the larger occult systems of 
the time, such as Julius Evola’s Group of Ur. He explains how most of the articles were 
written by Naglowska herself, often under pseudonyms because of the controversial 
nature of her ideas. In addition to writings on sacred sexuality and religious philoso-
phy, this collection includes essays on feminism and on other esoteric thinkers, such 
as René Guénon and Krishnamurti, as well as two never-before-published essays by 
Julius Evola on the magic of creation, the special power of symbols, and the march of 
progress and materialism.

Maria de Naglowska (1883–1936) was a Russian occultist, mystic, and founder of 
the Brotherhood of the Golden Arrow, whose conferences in Paris in the 1930s were 
attended by many now famous avant-garde and notorious writers and artists, such as 
Julius Evola, Man Ray, and André Breton. The author of The Light of Sex, she is also 
known for her translation of P. B. Randolph’s Magia Sexualis, the classic occult text 
that has survived only through her translation. Donald Traxler is both a translator 
and student of the occult.

He links these stories to Atlantis as well as other legends of 
prehistoric civilizations lost to cataclysm and great floods whose survivors spawned 
the rise of ancient civilizations. The author reveals how physical remains of giant-size 
peoples have been found on almost every continent, including recent finds in the des-
erts of Saudi Arabia, Afghanistan, and northern India as well as hundreds of excava-
tions of giant mummies and skeletons across the United States, corresponding directly 
with Native American accounts of red-haired giants. He also examines reports from 
famous explorers such as Magellan, Sir Francis Drake, and Desoto of their encounters 
with giants on the North American continent.

Revealing how giants represent the true earthborn race, Chouinard explains how 
they engaged in open conflict with the extraterrestrial gods who created humanity 
for forced labor and how they passed their sophisticated culture and civilization on to 
humanity before being nearly wiped out in the great age of cataclysms.

Apollo astronauts repeatedly felt the presence of a “non-human intelligence” during 
their Moon visits, and many indigenous traditions speak of malevolent visitors from 
the Moon. A growing body of astrophysical and geological evidence shows the Moon 
is not an entirely natural world—that someone or something altered it long ago. 

Louis Proud explores the phases and movements of the Moon along with its ancient 
and mysterious features—its craters, maria, rilles, tunnels, and domes. He examines sev-
eral of NASA’s Apollo missions, showing not that NASA faked the Moon expeditions 
but that they concealed what the astronauts found there. He explains the many holes 
in the commonly accepted “Giant Impact” theory of the Moon’s origins and reveals 
the evidence for a hollow, artificial Moon placed in orbit eons ago to observe Earth. 
Examining the deep influence of the Moon on the collective mind of humanity, Proud 
looks at what the Qabbalah, the tarot, and other occult traditions say about the Moon 
and interprets G. I. Gurdjieff’s teachings that “we are food for the Moon.” He investi-
gates the Moon as a gateway to another realm, as the Purgatory of Christianity, and as 
the home of an alien intelligence who controls and exploits humanity.

But before the survivors 
could reestablish what they had lost, catastrophe struck again—twice.

Uniting scientific findings with theories on the location of Atlantis, the authors 
reveal that there was not one but three Atlantises—the first in Antarctica, the second 
in South America, and the third in the Mediterranean. Examining paleoclimatology 
data, they show that Antarctica was temperate 15,000 years ago and home to the origi-
nal Atlantis. They explore geological evidence of three worldwide super-floods 15,000, 
11,600, and 8,700 years ago and show how these dates directly parallel the freezing of 
Antarctica, the arrival of Cro-Magnon man in Europe, and the destruction of Atlantis 
according to Plato. Uncovering the influence of the Atlanteans in Proto-Indo-European 
languages and in massive ancient monuments aligned with the stars, they show how the 
civilization founders in all early myths—the Pelasgians, Danaans, Viracocha, Aryans, 
and others—were part of the Atlantean diaspora and how this migration split into two 
major movements, one to Latin America and the other to Europe and Asia. 

Following the Atlanteans from a warm Antarctica up to Peru, Mexico, and the 
Mediterranean, they reveal that Cro-Magnon men are the people of Atlantis and that 
we are just now returning to their advanced levels of science, technology, and spirituality.

Grimoires began simply as quick-reference “grammar books” for sorcerers, magicians, 
and priests before evolving into comprehensive guides to magic, complete with spell-
casting rituals, magical alphabets, and instructions to create amulets and talismans. 
With the advent of the printing press, some grimoires were mass produced, but many 
of the abbreviations were misinterpreted and magical words misspelled, rendering them 
ineffective. The most powerful grimoires remained not only secret but also heavily 
encoded, making them accessible only to the highest initiates of the magical traditions.

Drawing on his own private collection of grimoires and magical manuscripts as 
well as his privileged access to the rare book archives of major European universities, 
Claude Lecouteux offers an extensive study of ancient books of magic and the ways 
the knowledge within them was kept secret for centuries through symbols, codes, 
secret alphabets, and Kabbalistic words. Touching on both white and black magical 
practices, he explains the basic principles of medieval magic, including the doctrine 
of names and signatures, mastery of the power of images, and the laws of sympathy 
and contagion. He gives an overview of magic in the Western Mystery tradition, 
emphasizing both lesser-known magicians such as Trithemus and Peter of Apono and 
famous ones like Albertus Magnus and Hermes Trismegistus.

Creating a universal grimoire, Lecouteux provides exact reproductions of secret 
magical alphabets, symbols, and glyphs with instructions for their use as well as an 
illustrated collection of annotated spells, rituals, and talismans for numerous applica-
tions including amorous magic, healing magic, and protection rites. The author also 
examines the folk magic that resulted when the high magic of the medieval grimoires 
melded with the preexisting pagan magic of ancient Europe.

Claude Lecouteux is a former professor of medieval literature and civilization at the 
Sorbonne. He is the author of numerous books on medieval and pagan beliefs and 
magic, including A Lapidary of Sacred Stones, The Return of the Dead, The Secret 
History of Vampires, and Phantom Armies of the Night. He lives in Paris.

He shows how thousands of giant skeletons have been unearthed at Mound Builder 
sites across the continent, only to disappear from the historical record. He examines 
other concealed giant discoveries, such as the giant mummies found in Spirit Cave, 
Nevada, wrapped in fine textiles and dating to 8000 BCE; the hundreds of red-haired 
bog mummies found at sinkhole “cenotes” on the west coast of Florida and dating to 
7500 BCE; and the ruins of the giants’ cities with populations in excess of 100,000 in 
Arizona, Oklahoma, Alabama, and Louisiana. 

Dewhurst shows how this suppression began shortly after the Civil War and 
transformed into an outright cover-up in 1879 when Major John Wesley Powell 
was appointed Smithsonian director, launching a strict pro-evolution, pro-Manifest 
Destiny agenda. He also reveals the 1920s’ discovery on Catalina Island of a mega-
lithic burial complex with 6,000 years of continuous burials and over 4,000 skeletons, 
including a succession of kings and queens, some more than 9 feet tall—the evidence 
for which is hidden in the restricted-access evidence rooms at the Smithsonian.

Sharing his experiential understanding of the classic Hatha Yoga Pradipika, Baird 
Hersey offers precise, step-by-step instructions on how to find the inner sound of 
the nada. He explains the first three levels of sound—first, how to truly hear the 
ordinary sounds of the world around us (vaikhari); second, how to quiet the sounds 
of the mind (madhyama), such as sound memories and internal dialogue; and third, 
how to access visual sounds (pashyanti), tapping in to our ability to see sounds and 
hear colors. Mastering the first three levels prepares one for the fourth level of sound 
(para), the heart of the practice that connects one to the inner sound of the nada. 
The author provides detailed exercises to guide you through each level of sound and 
instructions for a daily nada yoga meditation practice.

Hersey explains that by focusing our minds on this internal sound we reunite our 
essential self with the eternal and infinite. In this re-union we find bliss in both body 
and mind, an uplifted spirit, and heightened states of consciousness.

Demoiselles d’Avignon was originally titled The Bath of the Philosophers

Not merely an artistic or literary movement as many believe, the surrealists rejected 
the labels of artist and author bestowed upon them by outsiders, accepting instead the 
titles of magician, alchemist, or—in the case of Leonora Carrington and Remedios 
Varo—witch. Their paintings, poems, and other works were created to seek out unex-
plored regions of the mind and recover lost “psychic” and magical powers. They used 
creative expression as the vehicle to attain what André Breton called the “supreme 
point,” the point at which all opposites cease to be perceived as contradictions. This 
supreme point is found at the heart of all esoteric doctrines, including the Great Work 
of alchemy, and enables communication with higher states of being.

Drawing on an extensive range of writings by the surrealists and those in their 
circle of influence, Patrick Lepetit shows how the surrealists employed mythology, 
gnostic principles, tarot, voodoo, and alchemy not simply as reference points but 
as significant elements of their ongoing investigations into the fundamental nature 
of consciousness. He provides many specific examples of esoteric influence among 
the surrealists, such as how Picasso’s famous Demoiselles d’Avignon was originally 
titled The Bath of the Philosophers, how painter Victor Brauner drew from his father’s 
spiritualist vocation as well as the Kabbalah and tarot, and how doctor and surrealist 
author Pierre Mabille was a Freemason focused on finding initiatory paths where “it 
is possible to feel a new system connecting man with the universe.” 

Lepetit casts new light on the connection between key figures of the movement 
and the circle of adepts gathered around Fulcanelli. He also explores the relationship 
between surrealists and Freemasonry, Martinists, and the Elect Cohen as well as the 
Grail mythos and the Arthurian brotherhood. 

Patrick Lepetit has written several books in French on esoteric traditions and surreal-
ism. He is a member of the Grand Orient de France and of the Mélusine Network of 
scholars interested in surrealism. He lives in Mons en Baroeul, France.

In the 
Hotsuma Tsutaye manuscript he reveals the exploits of a noble tribe who defeated a 
million-strong army without violence. In the Takenouchi manuscripts he shows us 
how the first Japanese emperor came from another world and ruled at a time when 
Atlantis and Mu still existed. And in the Katakamuna manuscripts the author unveils 
the sacred geometries of the universe from the symbolic songs of the 10,000-year-old 
Ashiya tribe. He also discusses the lost scripts known as the Kamiyo Moji and the 
magic spiritual science that underlies all of these texts, which enabled initiates to 
ascend to higher emotional states and increase their life force.

Taking a spiritual approach à la Julius Evola to these “parahistorical” chronicles, 
Morrow shows how they access a higher order of knowledge and demonstrate direct 
parallels to many ancient texts of India, Europe, and Egypt. 

Avery Morrow’s research on the basis of Asian folk traditions has been published in 
several academic journals. His interest in parahistory brought him to Japan, where for 
three years he researched various documents, taught English, visited sacred sites, and 
worked as a translator and assistant to renowned Shintoist Shin’ichi Nakaya.
